
How can you change your name on a 
Alaska flight? 
 
If you’ve made an error on your ticket or recently had a legal name change, Alaska Airlines 
offers a process for correcting passenger names call Alaska Airlines at +1 (844) 212-9096 under 
certain conditions.

What Type of Name Changes Does Alaska Allow? 
Alaska allows minor name corrections, not full name changes. Here's what qualifies: 
 
Allowed: 
 
Spelling corrections (e.g., “Jonh” to “John”) 
 
Reversed first and last names 
 
Adding/removing middle names or initials 
 
Legal name changes due to marriage/divorce with proper documents 
 
Not Allowed: 
 
Transferring the ticket to a different person 
 
Changing the name entirely to someone else 
 
Step-by-Step Guide to Change a Name on a Alaska Ticket 
Step 1: Identify the Error 
Review your confirmation email or Alaska.com account to spot the incorrect name. 
 
Step 2: Contact Alaska Airlines 
Call +1 (844) 212-9096 to speak with a Alaska agent. They will verify your booking and explain 
your options. 
 
Step 3: Prepare Documentation (if needed) 
Have these documents ready for legal name changes: 
 
Passport or government-issued ID 
 
Marriage certificate or court order 



 
Step 4: Submit Documents 
Follow the instructions from the Alaska representative to email or upload required documents. 
 
Step 5: Confirm Ticket Reissue 
Alaska may need to reissue your ticket. Minor corrections may be free, but fare differences 
could apply. 
 
Q: How do I change the name on my Alaska Airlines ticket? 
A: You can request a minor name correction by calling Alaska at +1 (844) 212-9096. Legal 
documents may be required for formal name changes like marriage or divorce. 
 
1. Can I correct a spelling error on a Alaska ticket? 
Yes, Alaska allows minor name corrections. Call +1 (844) 212-9096 to request changes. 
 
2. Can I change the passenger on a Alaska ticket? 
No, Alaska does not allow ticket transfers to other people. 
 
3. What documents do I need for a Alaska name change? 
You'll need valid ID and legal documentation like a marriage certificate or court order. 
 
4. How long does it take to change a name on a Alaska ticket? 
Simple corrections may be resolved within 24–48 hours, depending on verification. 
 
5. Is there a fee for changing my name on a Alaska ticket? 
Name corrections are usually free, but you may have to pay a fare difference if the ticket is 
reissued. 
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
